FOR PRIORITY INVESTMENT PROJECTS

1. To approve the present Resolution on administrative maintenance procedures for priority investment projects, in accordance with the Appendix attached herewith.
2. To appoint Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of Ryazan Region as the Authorized body to provide administrative maintenance for priority investment projects.
3. To appoint first deputy governor of Ryazan Region A.V. Revyakin as the officer in charge of monitoring the enforcement of the present Resolution.

 REGULATION 
ON ADMINISTRATIVE MAINTENANCE PROCEDURES 
FOR PRIORITY INVESTMENT PROJECTS 
1. The Regulations on administrative maintenance of procedure for priority investment projects regulate the procedures of providing government support of investor activities on the territory of the Ryazan Region in the form of administrative support of priority investment projects, in accordance with the norms of the Ryazan Region Law N 33-ОЗ "On Government Support of Investor Activities on the Territory of the Ryazan Region " adopted on April 6, 2009 (hereinafter referred to as The Ryazan Regional Law).
2. Within three working days of the date of concluding an investment agreement, the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of Ryazan Region (hereinafter referred to as The Authorized body)  shall officially appoint an executive officer as the administrator of that priority investment project (hereinafter referred to as The Project administrator).
3.  Administrative maintenance of a priority investment project is to be executed by the relevant Authorized body on the basis of administrative strategy for priority investment projects, as defined in The Ryazan Regional Law, following a written statement from the recipient of state support.
4. Should maintenance of a priority investment project require some other central government agencies of the Ryazan Region as participants, in addition to the Authorized body, the same Authorized body should be guided by the interests of administering the priority investment project and, in accordance with the Ryazan Region Law, the body should address the central executive body of Ryazan Regional Government with a written statement concerning the necessity of their participation in the maintenance of the priority investment project.
5. Within five working days of delivery of the said written statement, the central executive body of the Ryazan Regional Government should inform the Authorized body of appointing an executive officer (hereinafter referred to as The Executive officer) to administer the said priority investment project.
6. The administrator of the project is to supervise the processes in priority investment project maintenance, and to coordinate activities of all executives involved.
7. Throughout the period of providing state support in the form of administrative maintenance of a priority investment project, the Administrator of the project is to report the progress of the Project's implementation to the Coordinating Commission for Investment Activities on the territory of the Ryazan Region.
